C major Yellow fabric 
revealed

Optional audience sing-along; keep it 
cheerful

Green Green, Green – 4 lines: 
New Christy Minstrels – 
use familiar lines

A major Green fabric 
revealed

Wave fabric slowly

Blue Blue Skies — 4 lines D minor Blue fabric 
revealed

Relaxed waving of fabric

 Indigo “Indigo Hill” – 4 lines: ‘I 
found my thrill on Indigo 
Hill…’

C major Dark Blue fab-
ric revealed

Hold for a moment before transition; 
optional hum/soft chord

Violet Purple People Eater – 4 
lines (at least): ‘I saw 
the thing a comin’ out 
of the sky… one-eyed, 
one-horned, flying purple 
people eater!’

G major Suspense 
pause: purple 
fabric hidden

Pause 2–3 beats; then launch with 
gusto; big gestures & wave fabric 
wildly in time to music

Finale / 
Reflective

Over the Rainbow – 
‘Somewhere over the 
rainbow, way up high…’

C major Hold all fab-
rics for final 
chord / gentle 
fade

Soft, reflective ending; gentle sway, 
all colours together; invite audience 
hum or sing along. If in Jamboree 
or mass choir setting, perhaps front 
row breaks ranks and carries flags to 
mingle with crowd

No flags, but high rock energy

Red flag only, slow rock energy 

ll:	A Owooo! 
Who’s that I see walkin’ in these woods? 
Why, it’s Little Red Riding Hood 

ll:	A Hey there Little Red Riding Hood 
You sure are looking good 
You’re everything a big bad wolf could want 

Lucy in the Sky (G)

Orange flag, smooth relaxed, dreamy tempo 

en:	M Picture yourself in a boat o a river 
With tangerine trees and marmalade skies 
Somebody calls you, you answer quite slowly 
A girl with kaleidoscope eyes

Strong 4-beat transiton to match next song 

Yellow Submarine (C)

Yellow flag, bright, happy children’s song energy 

ll:	A We all live in a yellow submarine, 
Yellow submarine, yellow submarine, 
We all live in a yellow submarine, 
Yellow submarine, yellow submarine!

Repeat a couple of times if audience is into it

Green flag, strong folk-rock energy

Indigo flag, start with song bridge

Purple People Eater (G)

Purple flag, high, silly energy

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horus:	C It was a one-eyed, one-horned, flyin’ purple people eater

horus:	C Repeat chorus

Gradually relax as music switches to easy ballad mood
