Comfortable range: top D5 / Eb5

Front row fabric reveals for colors, suspense before Purple People Eater, gentle reflective end-
ing.

Whole thing is based on unexpected wackiness and playful mix of songs related only by colour.

Yellow flag, bright, happy children’s song energy

Repeat a couple of times if audience is into it
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Green, Green (A)

Green flag, strong folk-rock energy

Smooth, relaxed transition to next song

Blue Skies (Dm)

Blue flag, gentle summer-song feel

All: Blue skies, smilin’ at me
Nothin’ but blue skies do | see
Bluebirds singin’ a song
Nothin’ but blue skies from now on

Indigo Hill (Blueberry Hill) (C)

Indigo flag, start with song bridge

All: The wind in the willow played
Love’s sweet melody
But all of those vows we made
Were never to be—

On INDIGO Hill,
On INDIGO Hill
Where | found you!

Suspenseful silence — what could they be thinking of next?

Purple People Eater (G)
Purple flag, high, silly energy
